* Via morning announcements every day.
* Have the students planning the event visit classrooms to notify their fellow students.
* Send a notice home to parents....this is particularly important for the junior grades!
* Have a poster-making contest.

3. CHOOSE a title that is age appropriate and available IN ADVANCE of the home
video/street release date. Criterion gets almost EVERY title before the home DVD date.
Often our titles are still in the theatres. These movies are a huge treat for the kids &
encourage high participation while getting a great return on investment.

4. EARLY BIRD prices encourage more ticket sales.

5. SHOW the film during school hours. Offer the students a “buy-out” of class to attend the
movie event OR show the movie in the evening and invite all family members.
